The Medieval Period of Radovis and the
Micro region is characterized by the
expansion and development of Radovis and
its surreundings, particulary Konce. The
economical, political, educational and
political histories of the region can attest to
this. The City of Radovis wasmentioned for
the first time in 1019 during the reign of the
Gramotata of the Byzantium Tsar Vasilie the
Second (which was the name of the city
during the Middle Ages). At this time in
history, Radovis was an important center fo
regional trade, craftsmanship and mining.
Thename “Radovis"” is connected with the
medieval Duchess “Rado"” from Slavic
origin, who used to live in the fortress above
the city, the remains of which still exist.

In the territory of the Municipality of Radovis
are located both explored and unexplored
archaeological sites, monasteries, and
churches, all of which are truly a part of a
rich heritage of culture monumeants. In
addition, this territory dates back to
prehistoric times and contains artefacts
from the Neolithic, Eneclithic, Halsta and the
Bronze Ages. In the time of Philip the
Second and Alexander the Great, poems
about the territory of the Municipality of
Radovis were written. Also, numearous
remains date back to Roman times and even
earlier. Additional findings include ancient
settlements, terms and aqueducts.

During the 19th and 20th centuries
Radovis and surrounding regions,
including Konce, were influenced by the
historical events related to the Razloveo,
Kresnensko and llinden Uprisings along
with the events related to the Balkan, First
and Second World Wars. The period from
the end of the Second World War
influenced the entire micre region. During
Turkish hegemony in Macedonia in the 16
century, the Micro region was populated
by a nomadic Turkish population called
the Juraci, an ethnic group that still exists
to this day in this part of the world. The
documents Kustendilski metropolitan
from the 17 century are also called
“Radovis documents.” By the end of the
18th century Radovis was a city
surrounded by the old fortress, the
remains of which also exist today. The
former main road to Strumica from
Pomoravje through Kumanoveo, Ovce Pole
and Radovisko Pole led to Thessaloniki
and the Orphan Bay. In the territory of the

Located in the east central part of the Republic, the
Micro Region of Radovis and Konce is located in the
south central part of the Republic of Macedonia, On
the northwest sides lies the Municipality of Stip, in
the southeast and south are the Municipalities of
Vasilevo, Strumica and Valandove, and in the west
the Municipalities of Dermir Kapija and Negotine are
located. The Micro Region covers a space of 831,
Tkm. Radovis itself makes up 608 km, which qualifies
it as a mid-sized municipality.

According to educational files, there are B
institutions. One is a pre-school mixed institution,
and six are primary schools with several branches,

one high school and electro-technical faculty-
University .,Goce Delcawv,,-Stip.

In the territory of the Municipality of Radovis there is
one Highway - M6 (1km2), 2 regional roads, 10 local
roads, a railway (Stip, 36 km2), which are 120 km2
from the international airport in Skopje and also
120 km2 from the international port in
Thessaloniki, Greece.
